DLD Binary Download through SATA Interface:

Create a DOS bootable floppy and extract the attached zip file to the floppy.  The zip contains a batch file named flash.bat, type flash and hit enter once booted into DOS.  choose option A) and the download will begin.  This must be done through a desktop PC with a Native SATA controller.  Feel free to email if you have any questions.

Instructions for creating a bootable DOS floppy:

1. Insert floppy disk, in Windows explorer right click the floppy drive and select FORMAT.  

2. A format dialog will appear, select "Create an MS-DOS startup disk" option under Format Options. Click the START button.

3. Once this completes, go into the windows explorer again and click Tools menu and goto Folder Options.  Choose the View tab and Under "Hidden Files and Folders" choose Do not show hidden files and folders.  Apply this change.

4. Goto the floppy drive in windows explorer and delete all the files in the view.  You will see files such as (DISPLAY.sys, EGA2.CPI, EGA3.CPI, KEYB.COM, KEYBOARD.SYS, KEYBRD2.SYS, KEYBRD3.SYS, KEYBRD4.SYS, AND MODE.COM).  These files require extra space and are not required to boot into DOS.  

5. Now go back into windows explorer and click the Tools menu goto Folder Options.  Choose the View tab and under "Hidden Files and Folders" choose Show hidden files and folders.  Go back to your floppy in windows explorer you should see (AUTOEXEC.BAT, COMMAND.COM, CONFIG.SYS, IO.SYS, MSDOS.SYS)  these files are required for a bootable DOS floppy. Add the DLD00.BIN file to this disc.

6. Boot to this floppy from a desktop system that has SATA controller and the drive to be upgraded attached.  Note the system you use must be a desktop PC with a Native SATA controller.
